English
This week in English we will be looking at poems. We will be reading and performing pirate poems. We will also be spotting rhyming words with in poems and writing alliteration sentences for our own names. At home have a go at drawing a picture of a pirate and making a list of words to describe it.
Maths
In maths this week we will be looking at flat (2D) and solid (3D) shapes. For example, a washing machine is a cuboid. We will also be practising our recall facts such as what is 1 or 10 more/less than a given number?
