Project 

Your next project will have an Egyptian Maths theme! We would like you to write at least five Maths word problems related to Ancient Egypt.  
You can make them as challenging as you wish, however please remember that each question must make sense and be possible to answer by your classmates! In addition, we would like you to bring a separate piece of paper with the answers to your questions.

Here is an example of an Egyptian word problem: 
Mr Baines travelled 2,688 miles down the River Nile on a boat trip. Miss Land’s boat trip lasted 1,510 miles. How many more miles did Mr Baines travel?
We would like this piece of homework to be completed for the week beginning the 24th November, when we will solve each other’s word problems in class.

Spelling

Next week we will be starting to look at where different words in the English language came from. There will be no spelling test next week but this will re-commence the week after.
English
