In English we will be planning and writing our own information books and including the different features we have been learning about, for example, contents pages, labelled diagrams, captions, headings and sub-headings and writing in the present tense.
Maths
In Maths this week we will be looking back at 2D shapes and describing their properties using words like corners, sides, flat and curved. We will try to spot these 2D shapes on the faces of 3D shapes. We will also look at addition and subtraction as inverse operations and use numbers to make as many different calculations as possible, for example, if I know that 10 + 2 = 12 then I also know that 2 + 10 = 12, 12 – 2 = 10 and 12 – 10 = 2. Have a go at writing your own calculations using the same numbers.
Topic
This week we will be comparing the Isle of Coll and Baffin Island. We will think about similarities and differences between these two locations and record what we can remember. 

In Science we will be learning about materials and deciding if they were once alive (paper, cotton) or have never been alive (metal).
