Dear Parents and Carers, 

 

As we approach the final few days of the spring term, I am writing to provide a further update 

following my previous letter regarding the staffing changes in Rainbow Hub. 

 

As you know, this week marks the final week for Mrs Hall, Mrs Bell, and Mrs Walker. These are 

much-loved members of our team who are very sad to be leaving the Park Grove family. However, 

their individual and personal circumstances mean they need to move on at this time. They have 

assured me they will be keeping in touch and visiting us, as they share such a close bond with the 

staff and children alike. 

 

We have been working hard to ensure the transition is as seamless as possible: 

• Teaching Transition: It has been lovely to see so many of you at our parents' evenings 

this week. We hope you valued the opportunity to speak with Miss Adlam alongside Mrs 

Hall, Mrs Bell and Miss Whattam. As Miss Adlam moves to a full-time role, she will provide 

consistent daily teaching for the children. 

• Enhanced Support: To ensure our ratios are high as the children settle in, Sandy Li has 

already started as a Teaching Assistant in Rainbow Hub this week to help with the 

transition from Mrs Walker. Furthermore, we are moving Mrs Quinn into the Hub during the 

mornings; she is a familiar face who has worked in the setting before. We will also be 

adding an additional Teaching Assistant to the team for further support. 

• Leadership Oversight: From a strategic perspective, Mrs Gartland and Mrs Martin will 

oversee the Rainbow Hub until the end of the summer term. This ensures strong leadership 

is in place while we look toward a permanent solution for the new academic year.
